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How	you	can	help	at	home.	

Please	read	with	your	child	at	least	3	times	a	week.	Talk	
about	the	stories	you	read	together	and	their	
home/school	reading	books.	

Provide	pens	and	paper	for	your	child	to	practise	their	
handwriting.	They	really	do	love	to	practise	writing	their	
letters	and	words.	

Talk	about	numbers	and	counting	objects	around	the	
home.	Ask	your	child	to	pass	you	3	cups	or	4	spoons.	
When	out	and	about	look	for	numbers	on	door,	buses	
and	car	number	plates.	Play	‘I	spy	the	number’	6,15,20	
etc.	

Ask	your	child	to	talk	about	the	changes	in	the	weather	
and	season.	Observe	the	changes	around	them	for	
example	when	it	is	frosty	in	a	morning	or	if	it	freezes	
over	night.	

Please	work	with	your	child	at	home	to	complete	their	
Boundary	Learning	Together	task	each	week.
